Your AquaPlus blower coil unit
includes a sheet which outlines the
warranty and its conditions. Keep
your warranty along with other
important records concerning the
purchase and maintenance of your
heating and cooling equipment.

You should be aware that failure to
maintain your system as outlined
in this manual will void your
equipment warranty.

MAINTENANCE

In order to ensure peak perfor-
mance, your system must be prop-
erly maintained. A little effort on
your part will keep your system in
top form year after year. Clogged
filters and blocked airflow prevent
your unit from operating at its
most efficient level.

Access to your blower coil’s filter
could not be more convenient. The
filter access panel is easily removed
without the need for tools. The
single {ilter slides easily in and out
of the unit on rails. In some cases
your filter may be installed behind
a return air grille in the wall or
ceiling. Ask your dealer to show
you where the filte.r is located.

Check the filter monthly and
clean or replace it as needed. The
filter size is printed on a label
affixed to the filter access panel.
A label with the word “washable”
indicates your umit is equipped
with a re-usable foam filter. These
filters can be cleaned with a mild
soap and water solution. Rinse the



filter thoroughly and let it dry
completely before it is returned to
the unit. Take note of the filter air
flow arrow when replacing your
filter.

The filter and all access panels
must be in place any time the
unit is in operation.

Important!
Turn off electrical power to the
unit at the disconnect switch
before performi.ng’ any
maintenance. The unit may have
multiple power supplies.

Your system may be equipped with
an electronic air cleaner which
will provide respiratory relief by
removing up to 90 percent of all
airborne particles which pass
through it. If it is, ask your dealer

to instruct you on its maintenance.

Your blower coil unit is equipped
with a drain pan to collect
condensate formed as your system
removes humidity from the inside
air. Have your dealer show you
where the main condensate drain
(and auxiliary drain, if applicable)
runs and how to check the drain
for any obstruction.

It is also very important to provide
unrestricted airflow to the outdoor
unit. Leaves, trash or shrubs
crowding the unit cause the
outdoor unit to work harder and
use more energy. Keep shrubbery
trimmed away from the unit and
periodically check for debris which
may have collected around the

unit.

OPERATION

Lennox recommends a water
heater temperature setting of
IZOOF (4*9°C) or t}]e 1owest
setting. For your safety, do not

set the water heater temperature

above 130°F (54°C).

AguaPlus operation is locked out
when the outdoor temperature
falls below 55°F (13°C). Opera-
tion automatically resumes when
outdoor termperature rises above

65°F (18°Q).

ENNOX DEALERS

Before the start of each cooling
season, the {ollowing air
conditioning service checks should
be performed ]zy a qualifie& service
technician. As always, electrical
power to the unit must be turned
off prior to any unit
maintenance,
® The outdoor and indoor ceils
should be inspected and cleaned.
The outdoor coil may be flushed
with a water hose.
® The refrigerant lines should he
visuany inspected and the coils

should be checked for leaks.
® Wiring should be checked for

10059 connections.

® Voltage must be checked at the
indoor and outdoor units (units
operating).

® The amp—draw at the outdoor fan
motor and indoor blower motor
should be checked. Values should
be compated with those given on
the unit nameplate.

® Indoor unit filters should be
cleaned or replaced. ‘

® The refrigerant charge should be
checked and system pressures
chould be gauged.

® The condensate drain line should
be checked for free and
unobstructed flow and it should
be cleaned, if necessary.

TEMPERATURE LEVERS

Most thermostats have two temperature selector levers:

one for heating and one for cooling. Set the indicator
levers or dials to the desired temperature setpoints for both
heating and cooling. Avoid ﬁequent temperature adjust-
ment; turning the unit off and back on before pressures
equalize puts stress on the unit COMPressor.

FAN SWITCH

In AUTQO or INT (intermittent) mode, the blower operates
only when the thermostat calls for heating or cooling. This
mode is generally preferred when humidity control is a
priority. The ON or CONT mode provides continuous

indoor blower operation, regarclless of whether the

mostats are also equipped with an emergency heat mode
which locks out heat pump operation and provicles tem-
porary heat supplied by the auxiliary heat.

INDICATING LIGHT

Most heat pump thermostats have an amber light which
indicates when the heat pump is operating in the emer-
gency heat mode.

TEMPERATURE INDICATOR

The temperature indicator &isplays the actual room
temperature.

PROGRAMMABLE THERMOSTATS

Your Lennox system may be controlled by a
progrtammable thermostat. These thermostats provide the
added feature of prograrnmalvle setpoints for both heating
and cooling‘ Refer to the user’s information manual
