Leak Test / Evacuate / Charge

Pressurize system with dry nitrogen and check for leaks.
Evacuate system and charge according to charging
procedure sticker on unit or unit installation instruction.

AWARNING

Danger of explosion. Can cause injury,
death or equipment damage.
