1 - Secure flue cover to divider wall using (6) provided
screws. Cover should sit flush against divider wall
with no gaps after installation. Screws should be
driven left to right from the gas heat compartment
through the divider wall and into engaging holes on
flue cover. See FIGURE 2 - DETAILA..

2 - Reinstall mullion, blower access door, and heat ac-
cess door. Use (4) provided screws to secure flue
cover to mullion after mullion installation. Cover
should sit flush against mullion with no gaps after
installation.

3 - Reconnect electrical power to unit.
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
