1 - Disconnect all power to unit.

2 - Disconnect wiring and remove obsolete actuator.
See figure 1.

3 - Dirill two holes for actuator bolts in the side of the
economizer. See figure 2.

4 - Slide replacement actuator into plastic bracket
provided in the crank arm Kkit.

5- Align the actuator, plastic bracket, and L-bracket.

Fit actuator onto damper shaft and secure to side of
economizer. See figure 4 and 5.

6 - Install quick connects onto actuator wires. Route
wires to the outside of the economizer and connect
to economizer controller (A6) as shown in figure 3.

2- If system power is required (e.g., smoke detector

maintenance), disable power to blower, remove fan
