Keep
your warranty along with other
important records concerning the
purcl'lase and maintenance of your

heating and cooling equipment.

You should be aware that failure to
maintain your system as outlined in
this manual will void your equip-

ment warranty.

MAINTENANCE

Tn order to ensure pealz perfor—
mance, your system must be
properly maintained. A little effort
on your part will lzeep your system in

top form year after year. Clogged
flters and blocked airflow prevent

your unit from operating at its most
eg:icient level.

Ask your Lennox dealer to show you
where your indoor unit’s filter

is located. It will be either at the
indoor unit (installed internal or
external to the cabinet) or behind a
return air griﬂe in the wall or

ceiling. Check the filter monthly

and clean or replace it as needed.

Disposable filters should be

replaced with a filter of the same type
and size. If you are unsure about the
filter you need for your system, call

your Lennox dealer for assistance.
Important!

Turn off electrical power to the
unit at the disconnect switch
before per[orrning‘ any
maintenance. The unit may have

multiple power supplies .

Many indoor units are equipped
with re-usable foam filters. These
filters can be cleaned with a mild
soap and water solution. Rinse the
filter thoroughly and let it clry
completely before returning it to

tl‘le unit or grille.
The ﬁlter antl a]l access panels

must be in place any time the unit

ig in operation.

Your system may be equipped with
an electronic air cleaner which

will provicle regpiratory relief I)y
removing up to 90 percent of all
airborne particles which pass
tluougl'x it. If it is, ask your dealer to

instruct you on its maintenance.

Your indoor coil is equippecl with a
drain pan to collect condensate
formed as your system removes
humidity from the inside air. Have
your dealer show you where the
main condensate drain (and
auxiliary drain, if applicahle) runs
and how to check the drain for any

obstruction.

TEMPERATURE SETTING LEVERS

Most heat purnp thermostats have two temperature
selector levers: one for heating and one for cooling.
Set the levers or dials to the desired temperature
setpoints for both lleating and cooling. Avoid ﬁequent
temperature a&justment; turning the unit off and back
on before pressures equalize puls stress on the unit

COmPl'EESOI'.
FAN SWITCH
In AUTO or INT (intermittent) mode, the blower

operates only when the thermostat calls for llea.’ting or
cooling. This mode is generally preferred when
humidity control is a priority. The ON or CONT
mode provicles continuous indoor blower operation,
regardless of whether the COmpressor or auxi_liary heat
are operating. This mode is requirecl when constant air

circulation or filtering is desired.
SYSTEM SWITCH

Set the system switch for heating, cooling or auto
operation. The auto mode allows the heat pump to

automa,tica,lly switch from heating mode to coo]ing
mode to maintain precle’cerminecl comfort settings.
Many heat pump thermostats are also equipped with
an emergency heat mode which locks out heat pump
operation and provicles temporary heat suppliecl l)y the

auxiliary heat.
INDICATING LIGHT

Most heat pump thermostats have an amber light
which indicates when the heat pump is operating in the

emergency heat mode.
TEMPERATURE INDICATOR

The ternperature indicator clisplays the actual rogm

temperature.
PROGRAMMABLE THERMOSTATS

Your Lennox system may be controlled ]Jy a
programrnaljle thermostat. These thermostats provicle
the added feature of Programmaljle time-of—day
setpoints for both heating and cooling. Refer to the
user’s information manual provided with your

particular thermostat for operation details.
